Auster takes us from childhood to the brink of old age as he
summons forth a universe of physical sensation, of pleasures
and pains, moving from the awakening of sexual desire as an
adolescent to the ever deepening bonds of married love, from the
shocks of violent accidents to an account of his mother’s sudden
death in 2002, from meditations on eating and sleeping to the
“scalding, epiphanic moment of clarity” in 1978 that set him on a
new course as a writer.

PAUL AUSTER is the bestselling author of Sunset Park, Invisible,
The Book of Illusions, and The New York Trilogy, among many
other works. In 2006 he was awarded the Prince of Asturias
Prize for Literature. Among his other honors are the Prix Médicis
étranger for Leviathan, the Independent Spirit Award for the
screenplay of Smoke, and the Premio Napoli for Sunset Park. He
is a member of the American Academy of Arts and Letters, the
American Academy of Arts and Sciences, and a Commandeur de
I’Ordre des Arts et des Lettres. His work has been translated into
forty-three languages. He lives in Brooklyn, New York.
