Hugh Trevor-Roper (1914–2003) was Regius Professor of Modern History at 
the University of Oxford and one of the most famous historians of his generation. 
His many books include The Invention of Scotland, Hermit of Peking, The Last Days 
of Hitler, and The Rise of Christian Europe. He became a life peer as Lord Dacre of 
Glanton in 1979.
