harlie and Margaret Marder, political stars in 1960s Washington, DC, know all too well how 
the tangled web of power in the nation’s capital can operate. But while they long to settle 
into the comforts of home, Attorney General Robert Kennedy has other plans. He needs 
them to look into a potential threat not only to the presidency but to the security of the 
United States itself.

The Marders quickly find themselves on a flight to sunny Los Angeles, where they’ll face off 
against a dazzling world of stars and studios.
