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No unexplored region in our times, neither the heights of the Himalayas, the
Antarctic wastes, nor even the hidden side of the moon, has excited quite the same fasci-
nation as the mystery of the sources of the Nile. For 2,000 years the problem was debated
and remained unsolved; every expedition that was sent up the river from Egypt returned
defeated. By the middle of the nineteenth century this matter had become, in Henry
Johnson’s phrase, “the greatest geographical secret after the discovery of America.”

But this classic is not just the story of intrepid explorers and uncharted jungle. This
is the story of the river and the people it drew inexorably to it. It is a story as expansive and
twisting as the river itself, with all its force and all its mystery.

Narrator Patrick Tull was born and brought up in England, and appeared in many
theaters there. In the U.S., he has appeared on and Off-Broadway, and extensively in
regional theaters.
