So eventually Neena ran
away too, and now—in her 30s—she’s plying a questionable trade: pursuing affairs with
married men so she can later blackmail them. But when her latest sting backfires disas-
trously and she learns some grave news about Tish, Neena finds herself rushing back
home—where she and Nan will have no choice but to reconcile.
